@ Push Dispensing Valve (A) through the hole of crock/bottle.
Make sure Washer 1 (B) is installed on outside, with sloped side
facing towards hole.

® Twist Washer 2 (C) onto dispensing valve. Washer may come as
flat or beveled. If it is a beveled washer, make sure the sloped side
is facing the hole. If it is a flat washer, both sides will work.

© Hold Nut (D) and turn dispensing valve. Tighten it until it is firmly
in place. Adjust (tighten/loosen) as needed, until it will not leak.
